Autumn 2008: an historic meeting took place between the 
Belgian BMW subsidiary, “the Daddies” and the Flemish BMW 
motorcycle club. “The Daddies“ are a group of industrials, who 
are of course dads, and who pursue the goal of giving something 
back to society. BMW Motor Club Vlaanderen is the Flemish-
speaking BMW motorcycle club in Belgium, which currently has 
nearly 2,000 members and organises over 100 activities a year.

We must say that it was the Belgian motorcycle department who 
got the ball rolling.

During the 
group work sessions, delegates considered broader issues rela-
ted to developing relationships between clubs and BMW dealers/
importers, as well as the question of maintaining the relevance of 

the Council. In addition to several worthy ideas, the Council 
agreed to look into introducing a kind of “Club of the Year” award, 
to recognise a club that has performed exceptionally well in the 
previous year or so. 

The Board meeting in 2011 will take place in Essen to coincide 
with Techno Classica and will thus provide the opportunity to meet 
with some European club members. This will be followed by the 
Council Meeting in September in Berlin. Preliminary approval was 
given to accepting the invitation from the BMW Riders Association 
to host the 2012 Council Meeting in North Carolina, USA.

The meeting was memorable and successful. Thanks must go to 
Gerry and Barbara Hodges and their team from the BMW Car Club 
of New Zealand for all their efforts. We are also grateful to Mark 
Gilbert, Managing Director of BMW Group New Zealand and the 
staff of the BMW Clubs International Office.

The perfectly cambered road curls beneath us as we lean in 
unison side to side, threading our way up and down over one 
glorious mountain to the next. The ever-changing landscape is 
intoxicating; it quickly turns from tropical to alpine, making it 
difficult to maintain our perfect line through the tight curves. If I 
were back in my country I would be driving on the wrong side of 
the road, yet I’m not. We are in the midst of an unbelievable fan-
tasy land. Springtime is in full bloom on the South Island of New 
Zealand. Life is good.

The challenge of unlearning old riding habits while quickly learn-
ing new ones is priority one for survival. Luckily, within our intim-
ate group of five, another American and I are following a 
seasoned South African, while another South African trails as 
sweep. Driving on the left side of the road is nothing new to 
them. Fortunately we are piloting agile, high-performance BMW 
motorcycles with ABS, and not right-hand drive automobiles. Yet 
the learning curve of riding on the “opposite” side astride a mo-
torcycle does not leave much room for human error, especially 
since my inner clock is still 17 hours behind New Zealand.

David de Bruyn, Vice-Chair of BMW Clubs International Council 
and his wife Rita lead our group on their Garmin-guided BMW 

R1200GS, followed by Debbi Harbour, President of the BMW 
Riders Association (BMW RA) on a BMW F800GS, and me, Vice-
President BMW RA astride a BMW R1200GS. The last rider is 
Allen Bullard, President of BMW Motorcycle Club Durban, South 
Africa, on his BMW R1200GS Adventure. 

David’s logistical preparation ensures that our ride during the 
next five glorious days unfolds flawlessly. City Bike Motorcycle 
Rentals, Christchurch, has our BMWs waiting out front for us to 
load our gear and blast off. Our itinerary includes the northern, 
tropical coastal roads to Nelson, combined with the snow-cap-
ped Alps of Arthurs Pass, returning back to Christchurch via the 
volcanic landscape of Akaroa.

In the spring of 2010, our club was able to 
mark its ten-year anniversary. And this 
occasion gave rise to the idea of an anni-
versary weekend that was to remain an 
indelible experience for club members 
and other BMW E30 owners alike.

Our club was set up in 2000 by a group of eight BMW E30 
owners who had already resolved at that time to accompany 
these cars on their path to youngtimer, and later to oldtimer. 
Today, our club numbers about fifty active members from all 
three countries bordering on Lake Constance: Germany, 
Switzerland and Austria.

As the central highlight, the internal club organisational commit-
tee (OC) collaborating with the Swiss Museum of Transport were 
able to offer a very attractive option: on Saturday, 11 September 
2010, the cars could be seen in the inner courtyard of the Swiss 
Museum of Transport.

The OC and the helping hands provided the perfect prepar-
ations. Some of the club members had already arrived on Friday, 
when they could experience an attractive supporting pro-
gramme with a visit to the historical glassworks and a highly 
informative tour through the old city districts of Lucerne.

The chosen meeting place on Saturday morning was a large car 
park directly in front of the transport museum in Lucerne. Cars 
kept on arriving, and the organisational teams proved their pro-
fessional skills in handing out the well-prepared information 
folders to the participants.

Just a short time later, the doors to the inner courtyard opened 
exclusively to our BMW 3 Series E30 cars, and a convoy of about 
seventy vehicles advanced in order to their assigned presenta-
tion spaces.

the Italian V8 Superstars, it definitely meets the necessary FIA 
safety standards. Should you get it horribly wrong, though, you’ll 
be sure to bend some metal.  

The second circuit we visit is located on the outskirts of Pretoria, 
approximately 50 km from the centre of Johannesburg. It is a 
slow to medium-paced short clockwise circuit that proves to be 
a solid training ground for first-time track day amateurs. Splitting 
the Kyalami outings, we visit Zwartkops twice a year. Kyalami is 
an anticlockwise circuit, so by alternating these two venues, 
drivers get to use both sides of their tyres, perfect for prolonging 
the life of your rubber. Many a club member has been heard to 
utter, “If you’ve mastered your own racing ability around 
Zwartkops, then you are ready to take on Kyalami.”

The third and final racing circuit that we visit is Phakisa Freeway 
in the heart of the Free State, just on the border of the mining 
town Welkom. Its design configuration was specifically tailored 
for motorcycle racing and was awarded a five-year Moto GP 
contract. A high-speed Oval was also developed as part of the 
offering, but was never used up until this year. Phakisa Freeway 
played host to one of the American Stockcar Association’s 
rounds this year in January, dubbed the ASA Free State 500.  
Let’s hope it hosts many more to come.

An action-packed home-based event doesn’t really promote 
sufficient socialising, so an away-from-home venue forces the 
members to stay over and, in many cases, bring their families 
along for a weekend away. Over the years, this event has grown 
into a BMW Clubs Africa run event. The inaugural gathering, 
dubbed BMW CLUBFEST 2009, was a great success and is 
being repeated this year in September. BMW CLUBFEST brings 
all seven BMW car and bike clubs together for track sessions, 
gymkhanas, drifting competitions, treasure hunts and GS outrides.

Charity Drive 

On 23 May 2010, Cedar Isle BMW and the BMW Car Club 
Gauteng partnered for a breakfast run with a difference.  
Although club members and Cedar Isle BMW customers were 
ready to take on some of the best driving roads in the 
Magaliesburg Mountains, their main objective was to support a 
worthy charity.
